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About the lecture: In 2008, Christian Filostrat, in his book
Negritude Agonistes, published the "missing link" of Négritude:
the long-lost 1935 article in which Aimé Césaire used the word
Négritude for the first time. Deeply engaged with Communist
discourse, this article is very different from the epic poem that
made Négritude famous, Césaire's Notebook of a Return to My
Native Land (1939). Are the roots of Négritude "red" as well as
black?
