Introduction



Administration of Indiana University awards, grants, and fellowships for graduate students from various academic schools and campuses is the responsibility of The University Graduate School.  In addition, school-specific and campus-specific awards and grants are administered by the respective schools and campuses.  The University Graduate School also coordinates and administers the campus-wide IU awards and grants programs for the Bloomington campus.  The Awards and Financial Aid Committee of the Graduate Council, constituted by representative members of the faculty, makes decisions concerning the major awards and grants.  Currently enrolled graduate students at Indiana University or, in the case for two of the awards, recently graduated students, are eligible for these awards and grants.

Awards and Grants


The members of the Awards and Financial Aid Committee of the Graduate Council select the winners of The University Graduate School awards and grants for graduate students, and graduate alumni, and, if necessary, determine the nominee from Indiana University for awards. 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Grants-in-Aid of Research Awards


Purpose:  The grants provide funding for Bloomington graduate students for unusual expenses incurred in connection with doctoral dissertation research, such as travel to special libraries or laboratories, payments to consultants, the purchase of microfilm and computer data tapes, specialized equipment, and duplication of vital materials needed for writing the dissertation.  Expenses that are not supported include typing and duplicating of dissertations, normal living expenses, routine laboratory supplies, and computers.


In the case of requests for equipment, the Director of Graduate Studies must verify that neither the equipment requested nor the funds are available to support the research.  In case the application is funded for an amount below that necessary to purchase the equipment, the department will be responsible for the additional funds.  At the completion of the project, the equipment will be housed in the department and made available for future research projects by other graduate students.


Eligibility Criteria:  A student must have been formally admitted to Ph.D. candidacy by the application deadline (the Nomination to Candidacy Form must have been approved by the Dean of The University Graduate School).  Students pursuing the M.F.A. degree or doctoral degrees other than the Ph.D. (i.e., Ed.D. or D.M.) may also apply for a Doctoral Student Grant-in-Aid of Research Award.  An applicant must be enrolled full-time on the Bloomington campus during the semester in which he or she is applying.  


Nomination Process:  The application materials must be submitted to The University Graduate School by a Director of Graduate Studies.  Any group of two or more applications from one department or school must be ranked by that department or school before the forms are sent to The University Graduate School.  A student's application must consist of the following items:

·    A completed application form, including the signature of the student as well as the signatures of the Dissertation Director and the Director of Graduate Studies; 
·    Two (2) letters of recommendation:  a letter of support from the Dissertation Chair and a letter of support from another individual knowledgeable about the proposed research are required (letters should evaluate the merit of the research, the reasonableness of the proposed expenses, and progress to date); 
·    A copy of the curriculum vitae/résumé of the applicant;  

·    A copy of the abstract of the dissertation proposal (the proposal must have been approved by the student's dissertation committee); 

·    If there is more than one application from a department, the Director of     

   Graduate Studies should report the departmental ranking in the appropriate   

   section of the Grant-in-Aid of Research Application.


Award Value:  The maximum amount awarded to any student is $1,000.  The amount of the award is determined by the combination of available funding and the judged significance of the proposed work.  Receipts are required for reimbursement of expenses, and should be presented to the student's department for processing after a Grant-in-Aid of Research Award has been awarded.  

Clarification:  Any eligible student may apply for the Fall and Spring competitions but may only receive a total of $1,000 per academic year.  Example:  If you win $1,000 in the Fall competition, you are not eligible to apply in the Spring competition, but if you receive, for instance, $600 in the Fall competition you can apply for $400 in the Spring competition.  However, there is not a guarantee of subsequent funding.

Students’ Deadline:  You must submit your application/materials to your department by Wednesday, October 5, 2005 (Fall Competition) and Wednesday, February 1, 2006 (Spring Competition).  


Departments Deadline:  You must submit all applications/materials to The University Graduate School by Wednesday, October 19, 2005 (Fall Competition) and Wednesday, February 15, 2006 (Spring Competition).

Purpose:  The Esther L. Kinsley Award was established through a bequest to the Indiana University Foundation by Esther L. Kinsley, a Phi Beta Kappa graduate of Indiana University.  She taught civics, history, and economics at Shelbyville High School for 40 years.  According to plans developed by faculty committees and approved by the Graduate Council, each degree granting program of The University Graduate School may nominate one "truly outstanding" Master's thesis for consideration by the Awards and Financial Aid Committee of the Graduate Council.  The committee will consider such criteria as originality, documentation, significance, accuracy, organization, and style.

Since the Esther L. Kinsley Master’s Thesis Award was approved by the Graduate Council, awards have been made to graduates representing the departments of:
Central Eurasian Studies (1999, 2002), Communication & Culture (2004), East Asian Languages and Cultures (1995), Fine Arts (1997), Folklore & Ethnomusicology (1998, 2002, 2004), Geography (2000), History (IUPUI - 1992), History and Philosophy of Science (1993), Liberal Studies (Fort Wayne – 2002), Physiology (1992), Russian and East European Studies (1991, 2003), Sociology (1996), and Speech Communication (1994).


Eligibility Criteria:  Master's students must have received a Master's degree from The University Graduate School during the previous academic year (July 1, 2004 - June 30, 2005).

If an academic unit has a “truly outstanding” thesis, the Director of Graduate Studies or Chair is encouraged to place it in nomination by submitting the following to The University Graduate School:

                        Visionary Leadership, Academic Excellence,

   
               Character, Social Consciousness, Generosity
Herman B Wells, who was beloved by countless individuals in Indiana and far beyond, is renowned as a great leader of American higher education in the twentieth century.  He led by word and deed, devoting his life to making Indiana University an academic and cultural institution of international stature.  

He enrolled at Indiana University as an undergraduate in 1921, joined the faculty of the Department of Economics in 1930, was appointed Dean of the School of Business Administration in 1935, and began his legendary 25-year presidency of the university in 1937.  Upon his retirement in 1962, he was named University Chancellor, a position he held until his death in 2000.

Through his legacy, Chancellor Wells continues to support Indiana University.  In his estate, he provided for an annual graduate fellowship.  The fellowship will be awarded each year to students who demonstrate the qualities for which Chancellor Wells was renowned:  leadership abilities, academic excellence, character, social consciousness, and generosity of spirit.  One fellowship will be awarded each year, although more than one award may be possible during a given year.

Nomination Process:  Any department can nominate one doctoral or M.F.A. student who exemplifies the characteristics of Chancellor Wells.  The nominee must be at least in the second year of graduate studies at Indiana University and a regularly enrolled student during the award year.  The nominee may be a candidate for a doctoral degree.  The Awards and Financial Aid Committee, a standing committee of the Graduate Council, will make the selections.  An application must consist of the following:

· Letter of nomination from the Department Chairperson, or from a Faculty Member designated by the Chairperson;

· Two (2) additional letters of recommendation;

· Personal statement from the candidate (no longer than two (2) pages in length);

· Curriculum vita/résumé.

Award Value:  This is a single-year award valued at $30,000 (minus subsidized health insurance).  Note:  The award must be used for the year it is awarded.  A recipient cannot place this award into a "reserve status" because of receiving another award.

GradGrants Center (GGC)



With guidance from the Awards and Financial Aid Committee, the staff of The University Graduate School runs the GradGrants Center to assist, without charge, graduate students in finding sources of external funding and in writing and submitting applications for fellowships and grants.  The GradGrants Center staff consists of the Director, Jody Smith, and three graduate student assistants.


During 2002-2003, graduate students ran over 800 on-line funding searches with the help of the GradGrants Center and its services.  Also during 2002-2003, the GradGrants Center presented training seminars on several topics including the basics of grant-writing, the Fulbright proposal, the efficient use of the Center and its resources, grants on the internet, etc…The staff also provided one-on-one assistance to graduate students who were writing grant proposals (the 2002-2003 results are still coming in; however, the previous year IU graduate students who used the GGC received a total of $516,290 in confirmed awards).


Located in room 1052E on the 10th floor of the Research Collection in the IUB Main Library, the consultants hold regular office hours and assist students who request searches of several databases which contain thousands of external funding sources for graduate students.  Several reference books covering a broad range of topics also are available for use by students.  The GradGrantline, the Center's newsletter, which provides relevant information and regularly lists additional funding opportunities, is available on the World Wide Web.  Also available on the Web is the GradGrant's Center's bulletin board, "Indiana University Student Academic Appointment Vacancies" (http://www.indiana.edu/~gradgrnt/saa_bbs/saa.cgi).  This site allows departments to add and delete their vacancy notices and provides students a central list of available positions on campus.  In addition, the Center distributes, without cost to students, its 218 page booklet, "Writing Fellowship and Grant Proposals:  A Guide for Graduate Students." 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Jacob K. Javits Fellowship Program
Purpose:  The program provides financial assistance to students who have demonstrated (1) superior academic ability and achievement; (2) exceptional promise; and (3) financial need to undertake graduate study leading to a doctoral degree or a master's degree in which the master's degree is the terminal highest degree in the selected field of study.  The Department of Education awards fellowships in selected fields of study of the arts, humanities and social sciences.  The selected fields of study supported by the Javits Fellowship Program are available for your review:  (http://www.ed.gov/offices/OPE/HEP/iegps/javits-fieldsofstudy.html).


Panels of experts appointed by the Javits Fellowship Board (Board) select fellows 

according to criteria established by the Board.  Students must demonstrate financial need by filing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) form.  

Eligibility Criteria:  Fellowships can be offered to individuals who, at the time of application have not yet completed their first full year of doctoral program or a master's degree program (terminal degree for the field of study) or are entering graduate school for the first time in the next academic year. Students who have already received a Javits fellowship in previous years are not eligible. 


Twenty percent of the fellowships shall be awarded in the social sciences, twenty 

percent in the arts, and sixty percent in the humanities. A minimum of sixty percent of the awards shall be made to students who have no graduate credits.  

Eligibility is limited to U.S. citizens or nationals, permanent residents of the U.S., or 

citizens of any one of the Freely Associated States.  

Applicants must be eligible to be accepted to or currently attending a graduate program leading to a doctorate or a terminal master's degree in an eligible field of study at an institution of higher education approved by an accrediting agency recognized by the Secretary of the Department of Education.  Applicants attending a foreign institution are ineligible.  


Eligibility is limited to individuals who, as Javits fellows, will be eligible to receive any grant, loan, or work assistance pursuant to Section 484 of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended. National Science Foundation
Graduate Research Fellowships




Purpose:  Offers three-year graduate research fellowships in science, mathematics, and engineering, including Women in Engineering and Computer and Information Science awards.

Eligibility Criteria:  Applicants must be U.S. citizens or nationals, or permanent resident aliens of the United States.  Fellowships are intended for individuals in the early stages of their graduate study.  In most cases, an individual has three opportunities to apply: prior to or during the senior year of college, the first year of graduate school, and the beginning of the second year of graduate school.

Disciplines:  Fellowships are awarded for graduate study leading to research-based master's or doctoral degrees in the mathematical, physical, biological, behavioral and social sciences; engineering; the history of science and the philosophy of science; and to research-based Ph.D. degrees in science education.
