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CPR DIGEST MOVING TO
YALE UNIVERSITY

This will be the last issue of the Digest produced
at ICRISAT. With the close of the Winrock-
ICRISAT Natural Resource Economics program,
ICRISAT will no longer be able to include
publication of the Digest among its activities.

The next issue of the Digest will be published
for the IASCP by Winrock International in
collaboration with Yale University's School of
Forestry & Environmental Studies. The first issue
under this new arrangement will be published
and distributed about the end of 1994.

Professor Nancy Peluso will become the editor in
mid-1995. Professor Peluso is conducting
research and teaching in natural resource policy
from a social ecology perspective. Her work in
Indonesia on property rights and other social
factors affecting forest resource management is
well known by many readers of the Digest.
Professor Peluso joined the Yale Forestry and
Environmental Studies faculty in 1992.

Sonia Varley will assume the role of managing
editor with the first issue published at Yale. Ms.
Varley has been the North American connection
for the CPR Digest since Winrock International
assumed responsibility for its publication in 1993.
Following the 1995 IASCP Conference in
Norway, Ms. Varley also will become
Secreatary-Treasurer of the IASCP, taking over
these duties from Charlotte Hess at Indiana
University. This will help insure closer
relationships between the Association and its
newletter, the CPR Digest.

Dr. William R. Bentley, senior associate with
Winrock International, will serve as the acting
editor of the Digest until Professor Peluso
assumes the full editorship in August 1995. Dr.
Bentley was with Winrock from 1985 until last
June, and continues to work closely with the
Digest and Winrock's natural resosurce
economics program in India.

The move at this time was precipitated by the
phasing out of the Winrock program on natural
resource economics in India. Dr. John Kerr, the
current editor, is moving to Winrock's
Washington, DC, office. He will assume a policy
analysis and research role with the
Environmental Policy and Training Project, a
USAID-funded effort.

The consolidation of the Digest and IASCP
secretariat roles at Yale University will improve
the functions of the Association, especially
communication with the membership, and cut
costs.

The Winrock role will decline over the next 12 to
18 months, and Yale will assume full
responsibility for the Digest and the IASCP
secretariat by mid-1996.

Status of the Conference as of 5
September 1994
We are just now in the process of sending out
letters of acceptance. We apologize for our
tardiness and hope it will reach those who sent
us abstracts in time to find funding for coming.

By 25 August the program committee had
received 270 abstracts as well as a few
preliminary registrations from people not
intending to present any paper. The conference
thus is approaching its upper limit of
300 participants. Of these 270 abstracts 47 were
from persons seeking aid to pay for travel and
hotel expenses. The program committee

reviewed these abstracts in its meeting in Oslo
1-4 September.

Of the 47 abstracts requiring financial assistance
for presentation, 7 were rejected as unsuitable or
too marginal to justify an invitation to the
conference. The remaining 35 were ranked into
three categories of priority with 27 in the first
group, 8 in the second and 5 in the last group.
The size of the available funds is still unclear, but
we expect to be able to
invite at least the first two groups and hopefully
also the third group.

In our call for papers—see CPR Digest no 29,
April 1994—the program committee suggested 36
session themes as ideas for those wanting to
present papers. Between April and August we
received 4 more themes ready made with session
chairs and papers. In reviewing the 270
abstracts, we found 9 session themes without
appropriate proposals and a couple more in need
of a slightly different session title. By adding 13
more themes, as suggested by the content of the
unplaced abstracts, we could place all abstracts
within one of 44 session themes. 13 of the themes
will be double sessions and some will have
poster sessions added.

Registration
The forms and instructions for final registration
will be mailed early in January 1995. The
registration fee will be US$100. There will be no
extra charge for the field trip.

Hotels
The conference will be held at the SAS Royal
Hotel. The hotel and other hotels are situated in
the center of Bodoe within walking distance of
the airport (15-20 minutes). Deadline for ordering
a hotel through the organizing committee at the
special prices we have been offered is 1 March
1995. Those registering after 1 March 1995 have
to deal directly with the hotel in Bodoe
negotiating their own price. They will also have
to pay a late registration fee. The hotel prices
have not been decided in detail yet.

New Book and Video Explore
Self-Governing Forestry

The International Center for Self-Governance
(ICSG) and ICS Press have published the second
book in the Self-Governing Communities series,
Communities and Sustainable Forestry in Developing
Countries, by William Ascher. The series is edited
by Elinor Ostrom, who codirects the Workshop in
Political Theory and Policy Analysis at Indiana
University. ICSG has also released a new video,
Sustainable Community Forestry, as a companion
piece that illustrates the concepts in Dr. Ascher's
book.

Communities and Sustainable Forestry in Developing
Countries explores a number of crucial questions:
Who has the right to exploit forest products?
What is the key challenge in managing forest
systems? What does the decline of forests mean?
Why have reforestation efforts fallen short?

As the pressure on forest resources increases, so
does the importance of answering these
questions. At the heart of the book are case
studies that merge design principles with the
experiences of forest users.

Vested Interests
Forests under government and private control are
rapidly disappearing; unconventional approaches
are necessary to preserve the resources.
Government's crucial role in forestry
management is to support without dominating
and to encourage without dictating. The case
studies in the book make it clear that local forest
users—those with established patterns of forest
use—are the most appropriate managers and
regulators because they have a vested interest in
the forest's long-term sustainability.

Dr. Ascher's book shows that strong community
forestry organizations—formed by traditional
forest users—are the best hope for preserving
and sustaining forests in developing countries.

Companion Video
ICSG's new videotape, Sustainable Community
Forestry, was filmed in Nepal's Dhading district

and shows how a village user group is now
successfully managing a forest that had been
nearly destroyed by overuse. The user group has
restrained use of the forest for three years to
allow it to regenerate native trees and shrubs.
The organization has also developed a clean
drinking water system, a representative
management system that includes women, and
other projects that generate secondary income.
Both Dr. Ascher's book and ICSG's video
highlight projects that illustrate the principles of
self-governance in action.

Hunting for Vicious Problem Cycles
Encyclopedia of World Problems and Human
Potential
Edited by the Union of International Associations

Much effort has gone into the focus on seemingly
isolated world problems, such as unemployment,
boredom, endangered species, desertification or
corruption. Work on the newly published
Encyclopedia of World Problems and Human Potential
has now shifted its focus to the hunt for vicious
cycles of problems. A cycle is a chain of
problems, with each aggravating the next — with
the last looping back to aggravate the first in the

chain. The more obvious loops may be
composed of only 3 or 4 problems. Far less
obvious are those composed of 7 or more. An
example is: Alienation > Youth gangs >
Neighborhood control by criminals >
Psychological stress of urban environment >
Substance abuse > Family breakdown >
Alienation. Such cycles are vicious because they
are self-sustaining. Identifying them is also no
easy matter. Like the search for strange particles
in physics, much computer time is required to
track through the aggravating chains linking
problems. A preliminary search along 9 million
such pathways has so far identified only 7,000
cycles composed of up to 7 problems.

Organizational strategies and programs that focus
on only one problem in the chain tend to fail
because the cycle has the capacity to regenerate
itself. Worse still is that such cycles tend to
interlock, creating the complex of global
problems which causes so many to despair. The
good news is that identifying vicious cycles is a
first step towards designing strategies to reverse
or break them. Better still, some problems are
linked by serendipitous cycles in which each
problem alleviates the next.

Volume 1 of the 3-volume Encyclopedia (now in
its 4th edition) currently describes 9,836 world
problems clustered into 320 overlapping
hierarchies in 1,200 pages. The problems are
linked by some 120,000 relationships of 7 types.
Problems included are those identified in
international periodicals but especially in the
documents of some 15,000 international
non-profit organizations (profiled in the
companion 3-volume Yearbook of International
Organizations, now in its 31st edition). The
Encyclopedia includes problems that such groups
choose to perceive and act upon, whether or not
their existence is denied by others claiming
greater expertise. Indeed such claims and
counter-claims figure in many of the problem
descriptions in order to reflect the often
paralyzing dynamics of international debate. In
light of the interdependence demonstrated
among world problems in every sector, emphasis
is placed on the need for approaches which are
sufficiently complex to encompass the factions,



conflicts and rival worldviews that undermine
collective initiative towards a promising future.

Both the Encyclopedia and the Yearbook are
ongoing programs of the Union of International
Associations. As a nonprofit research institute,
founded in Brussels in 1910, it now functions as a
clearing house for information on other
international nonprofit organizations, whether
governmental or nongovernmental.

Volume 2 of the Encyclopedia contains the most
comprehensive description of the variety of
approaches to human development. While their
intention may be to alleviate suffering,
paradoxically their blinkered pursuit is often a
prime cause of world problems, notable in the
case of religious conflict.

The Encyclopedia takes an unusual approach to
the range of human values. Rather than limiting
its focus to the dozen values most frequently
discussed (peace, justice, and the like), Volume 2
identifies 987 "constructive" or positive values as
well as 1,990 "destructive" or negative values.
The positive and negative values are clustered
into 230 value polarities (like beauty-ugliness) to
transcend the semantic confusion associated with
many value-words. It is however the negative
value terms which are used to sharpen the
problematic nature of the problem names given
in Volume 1. Negative values are systematically
cross-referenced to both world problem names
and to the complementary positive values (via
the polarities). For the first time it becomes
possible to trace the positive values in terms of
which problems become perceptible. Also for the
first time, values are cross-referenced to human
development where particular approaches or
experiences enhance the understanding of a
particular value. The editors explore a variety of
possibilities of organizing value terms as a
prelude to any justification for the current
preoccupation with so-called basic values.

The third volume of Encyclopedia, to be
published in mid-1995, will profile several
thousand strategies currently employed by
international bodies, whether in response to
world problems or to enhance particular values

or modes of development. It will also provide
the first systematic identification of several
thousand vicious problem cycles to which such
strategies need to respond.

Although it is still possible to gather and
configure so much detail into book form (or onto
the CD-ROM version of the Encyclopedia and
Yearbook), the editors are much concerned with
new ways of visualizing complex networks of
relationships. The challenge is to find
meaningful ways to navigate through such
complexity and to evoke imaginative insights in
response to it. In a section on transformative
approaches, the editors explore the implications
for computer graphics, transformative
conferencing and the design of policy cycles
capable of responding to vicious problem cycles.

Much emphasis is placed on the potential of new
metaphors for governance as an unexplored
resource. The suggestion is made that many
institutions and policies are trapped in
inadequate policy metaphors. In this spirit the
Encyclopedia contains an extensive exploration of
the relevance to governance of fruitful
cross-fertilization between poetry-making and
policy-making — seen as equivalent to the
mythical challenge of arranging a marriage
between Beauty and the Beast.

The Encyclopedia offers radically different
perspectives to policy-makers, social researchers
and those concerned with development strategy.
It is also targetted to any individual with concern
for human affairs and wary of the risks of
"tunnel vision" in conventional approaches to
crises and opportunities.

Most encyclopedias focus only on positive,
sanitized aspects of society, presenting an
idealized worldview that denies the shadow of
humanity. This is one of the few even to
mention the existence of such phenomena as
corruption (96 entries), torture and many others
that do not appear on the agendas of
international conferences. It attempts to present
the world as many experience it, whether
negatively or positively.



Users of the Encyclopedia are encouraged to
discover new approaches to understanding and
action through the deliberate juxtaposition,
within the same context, of contradictory
perceptions and fundamentally incompatible
viewpoints. By juxtaposing different, but
complementary, perspectives, the Encyclopedia is
deliberately designed to challenge unquestioned
patterns of response to the crises of the times and
to evoke new insights in the reader.

Few subjects in development command such
intense worldwide attention as the degradation of
the local and global environment.
