
INDIANA UNIVERSITY HIGHLIGHTS
• As of 2007–2008, the Bloomington campus has 38,990

students (30,394 undergraduates and 8,596 graduate and
professional students) representing all 50 states and more
than 125 countries. There are more than 4,000 international
students on campus.

• The campus libraries comprise one of the largest research
library systems in the U.S., with holdings of more than 6
million bound volumes and 6.9 million linear feet of
manuscripts.

• Other facilities include a variable-energy cyclotron, two
observatories, around-the-clock computing facilities,
modern broadcasting and journalism facilities, advanced
technology for studying musical and literary works, and
extensive archaeological, scientific, and geological
laboratories. IU also has excellent art studios and
printmaking facilities, as well as nationally respected
museums in art and anthropology.

• Cultural and recreational opportunities abound at IU.
Leading concert artists, professional theatre groups, lecturers,
orchestras, and dance troupes perform in Bloomington year-
round. The Department of Theatre and Drama presents plays,
musicals, and experimental productions throughout the year,
and IU’s renowned Jacobs School of Music offers more than
1,100 performances annually, from opera to jazz. State-of-
the-art recreational sports facilities, diverse restaurants, and
easy access to state forests and three nearby lakes offer a
welcome change of pace.

• The academic year is divided into two 16-week semesters:
the fall semester begins in late August and the spring
semester begins in early January. Two intensive eight-week
summer sessions are also available, one beginning in May
and the other in June.

Campus Housing  IU Bloomington has one of the largest
residence hall systems in the U.S., offering living quarters,
meals, and other amenities.

ACADEMIC CREDENTIALS AND DEGREE
PLACEMENT

In the U.S., the first four years of university study are spent
working toward the bachelor’s degree. The master’s degree
requires a minimum of one calendar year for completion, but is
generally completed in two years. The doctoral degree (or
doctorate) is the highest degree awarded in the United States.
The doctoral program includes course work, a comprehensive
examination, original research, and a dissertation. A minimum
of three years of study is required beyond the master’s level;
most students, however, need more than three years to
complete the doctorate.

Students entering graduate school often study the same subject
that they majored in as undergraduates. However, many
programs do not require an undergraduate major in the same
field. If you choose a new subject for graduate study, you may
be required to complete undergraduate courses in that subject
to make up deficiencies. Such courses do not generally count
as credit toward the graduate degree.

Degrees and diplomas earned in other countries are not always
considered equivalent to those earned in the U.S. IU considers
differences in educational systems when reviewing international
credentials. For graduate study, you should have completed a
minimum of 16 years of primary/secondary/tertiary education
and earned a first university degree. Without this background,
regardless of the name of your first degree, you can be
considered only for admission with advanced standing to IU
bachelor’s degree programs.

Eligibility for Graduate Study You may apply for graduate
study during your final year of undergraduate study or after
receiving the bachelor’s degree or its recognized equivalent. If
you studied in one of the following countries, you may apply
for admission to graduate study with the credentials noted:

Australia—Completion of a four-year bachelor’s degree or
of the master’s qualifying year following a three-year
bachelor’s.

Canada—Completion of a four-year bachelor’s degree or
of the master’s qualifying year following a three-year
bachelor’s.

France—Completion of the Maîtrise. 

Germany—Completion of one-half of the required
Hauptstudium for a Diplom following the Vordiplom,
Zwischenprüfung, or other intermediate certificate. If the
Diplom will not be completed by your desired IU entry
date, please include an official statement from your
university indicating that half of your required
Hauptstudium are complete. 

India, Bangladesh, Myanmar (Burma), Nepal, Pakistan,
and Sri Lanka—Completion of a four-year bachelor’s
degree or completion of the part one master’s degree
examinations following a three-year bachelor’s. 

Israel—Completion of a four-year bachelor’s degree or
completion of the first year of a master’s degree following a
three-year bachelor’s.

Philippines—Completion of a master’s degree.

Russia and the New Independent States—Completion of
a Diplom or a Magistr requiring five years of study. 

Scotland—Completion of a first degree requiring a
minimum of four years of study.

Special or Nondegree Status You may apply as a special
student with nondegree status, although not all IU graduate
programs accept nondegree students. Acceptance with such
status does not imply that you will later be admitted to a
degree program. Credits earned as a special or nondegree
student do not automatically count toward degree requirements
if you are admitted to a degree program at a later date. You
may remain in nondegree status no longer than one year and
must reapply in full for a degree program.

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ESTIMATED EXPENSES

U.S. immigration regulations require that you demonstrate that you have sufficient funds to cover your living and educational
expenses for a 12-month period. The amounts listed below include funds for living expenses for 12 months and for mandatory health
insurance, but do not include the cost of travel to Bloomington or summer school tuition. These amounts are reviewed annually and
are subject to change.

An additional $6,850 should be available for tuition if you intend to study in the summer. A student should have $6,061 available to
support an accompanying spouse or first dependent, as well as $5,504 per year for each additional dependent. Health and accident
insurance is also required for all accompanying dependents and is included in these estimates of additional expenses.
*Students admitted to the Master of Science in Accounting (M.S.A.) Intensive Summer Session will need an additional amount to
cover expenses for summer tuition.

JACOBS SCHOOL OF MUSIC

You must audition or submit an audition tape by January 1 for the summer session
or December 1 for August entry, and by September 1 for January entry. If you will
major in composition, music education, music theory, musicology, violin, voice,
guitar, DM piano, DM strings, or DM woodwinds you are required to submit
screening recordings/materials by the deadline. Instrumental and wind conducting
majors also must submit screening recordings. You must have an interview and
submit materials prescribed by the respective area and deadlines. TOEFL scores
of 560 or higher for master’s, 600 or higher for DM, and 510 or higher for
diploma programs.

6. Evidence of Financial Support Individuals providing funding
for your studies must submit a letter or affidavit of support
confirming the amount they intend to provide. They should be
sure to include your full name in this correspondence. Official
or certified copies of bank statements, or a letter from the bank
confirming the availability of these funds, must accompany the
letter. Any organizations giving you scholarships or paid study
leave should provide an official letter outlining the details of the
award in U.S. dollar amounts. While we can process
applications for an academic decision without this
documentation, we cannot issue a formal admission letter and
visa document until we have received acceptable financial
documentation.

7. Resume Please enclose a resume that completely outlines your
activities since you completed secondary school.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Fellowships and Associate Instructorships Some schools and
departments offer fellowships and associate instructorships
(assistantships) to graduate students. These awards range from
$1,500 to $21,000, payable over a 10-month period. Assistantships
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usually include a full fee scholarship, which pays for all but $500
per semester of your tuition and fees. Awards are limited and usually
require service to the department that assigns them. You must meet a
very high level of English proficiency, especially for an associate
instructor (AI) award. All AIs must have a 550 or higher TOEFL
score and must also pass a special English language test in
Bloomington before they may begin teaching.

Employment IU cannot issue a letter of admission and visa
authorization to any international student who lacks sufficient
financial resources to meet all expenses for at least one academic
year.
