I. My Little Sister Ate One Hare by Bill Grossman
· Read Aloud – As the presenter reads the book, half of the participants find the total number of things she ate by making tally marks. The other half, in groups of four, keep track using multilink cubes. (Have one student make tally marks on a transparency.)
· Verify the number by counting the tally marks on the transparency by fives.

· Connect the cubes into trains of tens. How many tens? How many ones? How many altogether? Count cubes – 10, 20, 30, 40, 50, 51, 52, 53, 54, 55
· Number chart paper vertically 1-10. Participants list what she ate of each number. (May give the rhyme as a hint.)

· Use the number line and post-it notes to verify the total number of things she ate (counting on strategy).
· While marking the number line, students at their desks mark the hundred boards with counters. 

· Students can write addition sentences that match the counting on strategy on the number line. 

· Add the number of things she ate by making groups of ten from the list. Count by tens and ones - 10, 20, 30, 40, 50, 51, 52, 53, 54, 55

· Discuss which numbers are odd or even.

· Did she eat more (less) ______ than _______?

· If she ate one more (less) _____, how many would she eat?

· Writing Prompt – Each student writes another rhyme for the book “My little sister ate 11 ______” or the class writes a new book. Brainstorm other writing prompts with the participants.

· On the dedication page, solve the dedication about the author’s nieces and nephews.

· On the second page, use different colors of cubes to represent the shirts (1 white, 3 blue, 3 red, and 1 black). What is the probability of randomly choosing a blue shirt? Red? Black?

· On the page about the class, find all the possible ways to arrange 24 desks in equal rows in the classroom.

· Find other math problems presented in the book.
· Expand on those problems.
