Career Reference Collection

The Information Commons/Undergraduate Services area of the Main Library has an extensive collection of career related materials located on the first floor of the west tower.  Print resources focus on resume and cover letter guides, financial aid, and college directories with an emphasis on graduate programs, and practice test books for the GRE, MCAT, and LSAT. Locating books 
Use IUCAT to find books or journals (not articles) in the IUB Libraries.  Below are some tips that may help you in using IUCAT.

Keyword searching (in IUCAT)
Key word searching allows you to combine different terms and concepts into one search.  The following are examples of keyword search for career related materials:

museum and management



museum and (careers or jobs or vocational)

computer science and (job or career or vocational)  
retailing and (job or career or vocational)

ABI Inform Global
Provides in-depth coverage of business and management issues from articles in journals
and newspapers, including the Wall Street Journal.  Includes full-text articles from more
than 600 publications focused on economics, advertising, computer science, and technology.

Associations Unlimited: (Encyclopedia of Associations).  

Provides access to 142,000 national and international organizations and associations.

Includes subject and keyword search capabilities of non-profit, multinational and national membership organizations.

Factiva.  

Provides access to the Wall Street Journal, New York Times, Washington Post, and the

Financial Times.  Includes links to company and industrial information with additionallinks 
to SEC documents.  The “Company Quick Search” feature provides overviews of public 
companies. Chose Company/Markets at the top of the page and then Company Quick 
Search to search by name or ticker.
Guidestar
Provides information about the operations and finances of nonprofit organizations.
Hoover’s Online
Provides limited searching for corporate profiles and provides career information.
Standard and Poor’s NetAdvantage
Search S and P’s Register, Corporation Records, Industry Surveys, The Outlook and more to find company, executive, stocks, bonds, and industry information.  

Mergent Online
Covers 15,000 public U.S. companies and their SEC filings and over 20,000 foreign companies. Includes current and historical annual reports on 10,000 U.S. public companies.  Annual reports on all companies in our International Company Data database are also  available. Company information includes history, mergers, officers, debt, income statement, balance sheet, and more.

Dun and Bradstreet Million Dollar Database 
Directory of 261,000 U.S. and Canadian leading public and private businesses. Search by various criteria, including SIC or NAICS codes, location, or executive names.

Datamonitor Business Information Center 

Find Company, Industry and Country Profiles compiled from published desk research and secondary data sources.  Contains over 10,000 company profiles, 3,000 industry profiles and 100 Country Profiles.

Science’s NextWave. (must be on campus to access) 

Weekly on-line publication from Science Magazine devoted to scientific training and 
career development.  Provides access to global news, profiles of emerging careers and 
role models within the scientific community.
