
Collins LLC Retention Scholarship 
 
Description:  Every year, some active residents struggle to find the financial resources needed to 
remain at Collins. The CLLC Retention Scholarship is intended to help such students stay in the 
community.   For 2010-11, there will be two such awards, worth up to $750 each.  The awards will 
be announced this fall but funds will not be dispersed until the fall of 2010.  If an award recipient 
does not return to Collins for 2010-11, the award will be given to the next eligible applicant.  
Students who plan to study abroad for part of 2010-11 may apply for partial awards.   
 
General eligibility:  Students must have completed their second year at the University by May of 
2010 and have lived at Collins for at least one year.  
  
Criteria for selection:  1. Current involvement in activities at Collins. 
                                           2. Financial need. 
                                           3. Proposal for future involvement in activities at Collins. 
 
Application process:  Submit application form via email to CLLC@indiana.edu by Monday, 
November 23, at noon.  (The application can be found on the Collins website 
(http://www.indiana.edu/~llc/index.shtml), and on the Collins student government website 
(http://sites.google.com/site/collinsstudentgovernment/).   
 
 
Applications will be evaluated by the CLLC staff and scholarships awarded no later than 
Wednesday, December 2. 
 
 
Report:  Because this award is funded by alumni donations, recipients must submit a brief report 
on their activities in Collins during the award year by March of that year.  Email the report to 
CLLC@indiana.edu.
