Will you make a conscious effort to rise as men, and
stand up against sexual assault?

Ballard : Sexual assault is any unwanted mental,
physical, emotional, or social sexual harm done to
another.

Wilcher: My definition of sexual assault is simply a
physical (sexual) encounter that was unwanted or/
and unappreciated.

S-O: Do you know of any cases of sexual assault on
campus?

Ballard: No. I do not know of any cases of sexual
assault on campus, but I do know of cases of sexual
assault that have taken place off of campus.

S-O: What do you expect the African American male
community to do against sexual assault?

Donnell: I expect us (the men of the IU African
American community) to hit this issue head on. Set
a standard. It starts with males holding themselves
accountable. Once we hold ourselves accountable,
our actions will be followed by others.

Wilcher :African American males traditionally have

been the foundation of the community and should
reclaim that position and take a strong stance against
it (sexual assault). If there is public outcry with the issue, the
issue will subside.

S-O: Is this problem (sexual assault) an individual problem or a
communal problem?

Donnell: This is a communal problem. If people look at sexual
assault as an individual problem, then the cases of sexual assault
are thought of as just happening to one person. We need to get
a community effort against sexual assault. This effort starts
with the individual, and then leads to a communal effort.
