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Category Descriptions, Rules, and Regulations

General Rules:

1. No Drugs or Alcohol. Contestants and their dressers, desjoetcetera are NOT to be using

or under the influence of any drugs or alcohol during the course of the pageant, and should not
be brought onto the grounds of the IU auditorium. Any contestant found to be consuming or
under the influence of drugs or alm will be immediately disqualified, asked to leave the
premises and their $25 hold fee will NOT be refunded.

2. No Stealing. This goes without saying. Any contestant caught stealing will be immediately
disqualified, asked to leave the premises, #ameir $25 hold fee will NOT be refunded.
Contestants are also responsible for their Dressers and Dancers.

3. Stay in your assigned areas. Your dressing rooms will be assigned to you, and at no time
should you be found to be wandering through a digssiom that does not belong to you.

4. No Guests Backstage. Each contestant will be given one (1) dresser pass which will also
cover admission for that said dresser to the pageant. This is the only person that is allowed as a
helper to the contestaifor any reason. Former Miss Gay 1UOs will be on hand to help out if
contestants need unforeseen additional help, but the contestants should chose a dresser that i
ready, willing, and able to help them out.

5. Strict Time Guidelines. Being as How MQJ is in the IU Auditorium, we are subject to
various rules that the auditorium sets down for time guidelines. Any contestant who is not in
their appointed place at their appointed time will receive Administrative Point deductions, as
decided solely by th®UT executive board. Contestants will be given adequate time to prepare
for each and every category, but will be advised if they are not in the proper place at the proper
time, they may be skipped and given a score of zero for that category.

6. Administrative Points. If it iS deemed that a contestant is in any way out of line during the
pageant, or if they show up late, administrative point deductions may be utilized upon vote from
the OUT exec board. Only the OUT exec board can give administraiivedaaluctions, and

the OUT exec board will make decisions concerning disqualifications and the like.

7. Dancers/Actors for Talent Competition. There is no limit to how many backup dancers or
actors a contestant may utilize for their talent producttd@WEVER, all dancers must pay
admission or have their admissions paid by the contestant. Please let OUT know in advance on
your application sheet how many dancer admissions you will need, so we will know how many
seats to reserve by the side stage dodvou can pay for these tickets when you turn in your
application, or at registration the day of the pageant. If you do not purchase them in advance, it
will be your responsibility to make sure all dancers are accounted for and have paid admission
the nightof the pageant. This will ease for traffic during talent competition. When Talent
competition starts, the contestants may meet with their dancers three (3) talents before theirs.
For example, when contestant 2 goes on stage, contestant 50s dancersarzsck to meet

with their contestant. Dancers for the first three contestants will be allowed backstage at a time

TO BE DETERMINED. Dancers should be advised and be aware of when they can come
backstage, as no announcements will be made by the emcees.

8. Opening Presentation outfits. The theme for this years Miss Gay IU is showgirls. While
formers are presenting themselves in feather headdresses and showgirl costumes, we ask tha
contestants present themselves in flashy costumes with some sorthefrdeiat it, or very
glamorous and flashy costumes. DonOt go crazy on presentation, but by all means if you have a
showgirl costume please wear it. This is your first impression to the audience and judges. The
theme is only for presentation and your mélend gown choicedo not need to reflect the theme
showagirls.

9. On-Stage Question outfit. Since ORStage Question immediately follows the opening
production, contestants may either just wear what they wore for their opening production, (which
has ber done in most previous years), or they may opt to quickly change outfits if they so
desire. However, it should be noted that the outfit that you wéd'E in any way judged for

your onstage question, so any change in costuming should just be out oledlire of the
contestant. Be forewarned, though, if you do opt for a change of clothing that you are still under
strict time constraints.

10. Modeling of Evening Gown. You will have an escort provided to you to walk you onto the
middle of the stageFrom there, you are open to how you like to model your evening wear. The
judges will be looking to make sure that you model from all sides of your gown, but you donOt
necessarily have to follow the traditional modeling triangle. Remember to SMILE.

11. Special Rules for Talent. Your talent must be no longer than 7 minutes. You can have up
to 3 minutes of setip time, and/or 3 minutes of tedown time, but the setting up, tearing down,

and talent itself all must fit into a dfinute window. For exaple, if it takes you 3 minutes to

set up your talent and 3 minutes to tear it down, you only have less than 4 minutes to actually
perform your talent. Other than that, Talent competition is pretty much open to whatever you
want it to be. As time restras are of utmost importance, you are going to have some things to
think about when working on your taleddO NOT do anything that could cause danger or
injury to yourself, your dancers, other contestants, or the audience. Also, it is advisable NOT to
do anything that could be seen as offensive to any group of people. All talent music must be
turned in on a higiguality CD-R with just one track burnt onto the CD. Contestants should keep

a backup copy with them at all times just in case.
