Note: Students will be contacted via e-mail by their respective study abroad advisor after they are supported/conditionally accepted/accepted to an IU program to begin the advising process. Within that e-mail, they will also be given a deadline in which to complete the advising process.
STUDENT INSTRUCTIONS

1. Once you receive an email from your Study Abroad Advisor, download an electronic copy of your advising plan and complete Part I & Part II (see instructions below) by the deadline given to you. It is preferable that the advising plan is completed electronically.
2. Make an appointment with your major advisor(s) on your home campus to review your degree progress and the advising plan. 

3. Email the completed advising plan to your major advisor(s) prior to your appointment if the advising plan is completed electronically. 
4. Print these instructions to take to your advising appointment to share with your advisor.  

5. Meet with major advisor(s) to discuss your academic plan for studying abroad. 
6. Submit the completed advising plan to Overseas Study by email, fax, mail or in person (email is the preferred method).
7. Call 812-855-9304 or email your Study Abroad Advisor to make an appointment (in person, phone or email) to discuss your advising plan with them.
What you’ll need to complete your advising plan:

1. Academic Advisement Report (from OneStart) or the equivalent on your home campus.
2. School or College Bulletin to review degree requirements for your major(s)/minor(s) and general distribution/non-major requirements.
3. Course equivalency list e-mailed to you by your Study Abroad Advisor
To complete the advising plan:
1. Open Advising plan and save as “name + program + term abroad” (examples: Kendra Nelson Aix-en-Provence AY 2009-2010 or Kendra Nelson Dublin IES Fall 2009).
2. Complete the advising plan as indicated, carefully following instructions on the advising plan.
3. Tips for preserving the formatting:

a. Click or tab on the grey input fields

b. Do not use the return key. 

4. Save or print the completed advising plan.
