I. Meeting Minutes from October 25, 2006 – Approved
II. Committee Reports
A. Facilities and Services

1. Fall Night Walk – Doug Porter
a. Successful Night Walk -- Jim Bain turned in the list of requests, and a request form has also been submitted for lighting at Goodbody Hall. 

b. The lights on 10th Street, about which CPS had received several reports, are now fixed. 

2. Parking Garage Construction – Doug Porter
a. An initial meeting was held to organize construction. 

b. There have been problems with getting a permit for fencing. 

c. The garage will probably start going up after finals week of this semester. 

d. The nearby parking lot at the southeast corner of 3rd and Indiana Ave. will be closed probably into next semester, which could cause some problems for those who usually park there. 

B. Pedestrian and Bicycle Safety
1. Update on Jordan Avenue Project – Patricia Stiles

a. Patricia gave a recap of some of the issues surrounding this project and background information for anyone who was unfamiliar with its goals. This area is dangerous for pedestrians because it is a wide street to cross and drivers have limited visibility of the crosswalk when they drive up the hill. 

b. Many accidents occur after performances at the MAC. Pat shared the story of a recent incident involving a professor and Dean Richards almost being hit by a delivery car in this area. 

c. There had been a plan for a median on Jordan Ave., but now this has been stalled because of other building projects and impending construction.
d. Patricia suggested a push for a smaller effort that could be carried out in the short term. Ideas such as signs, blinking lights, and rumble strips were suggested. 

e. Doug Porter said that he will contact the landscape architect, Mia, regarding these issues. 

C. Orientation Program Committee
1. Consideration of Funding Needs
a. Carol McCord has volunteered to contact the Theatre Department regarding their rental fee and the increased expense for the project.

III. Old Business

A. Sexual Assault Course Update

1. Tierney Dwyer and Carol McCord reported on their recent meeting with Colin Johnson of the Gender Studies Department.

a. Gender Studies supports the development of this course and plans are in the works to have it in development by Fall 2007 for a possible start in Spring 2008. 

b. Options are on the table to run the course through an existing practicum course number, develop a “topics” course program and list this class here, and other ideas. 
c. Colin Johnson is going to write up the logistics of this course, discuss it with the department chair, and report back to OWA. 

2. Carol McCord explained the logistics of the peer educator course and the freshman course in formulation with RHA. 

a. RHA course for freshman will be a more basic life skills class, including such issues as sexual assault, alcohol, etc. 

b. More information on both courses will be forthcoming next semester. 

B. AlcoholEdu/SexualAssaultEdu – Richard McKaig & Dee Owens

1. This program was mentioned as a potential option for IU to consider.

2. A for-profit program presented at many colleges in the US, there is a lot of data that shows it does have an impact. 
3. The cost is roughly $60,000 for the package. The base program is AlcoholEdu, but this can be purchased with the SexualAssaultEdu component included. There is also a parental component. 

4. Dee Owens will forward information on SexualAssaultEdu to the rest of CPS. 

C. Wall Street Journal Report/Task Force

1. Richard McKaig gave background information on this issue for anyone who had not been present at the prior month’s meeting. The Wall Street Journal discussed how college campuses in the U.S. are understating their crime reports, and McKaig had suggested that we create an objective task force to examine IU’s performance in this area. 

2. Copies of the article were available in printed form for all in attendance.

3. Terry Dworkin suggested making contact with the Council’s office with regard to this committee. 

4. The Sexual Assault Network of Service Providers will be notified as well.

5. It was also suggested that materials from Security on Campus be used, and CPS should try and touch base with members of BFC, IUSA, CWA, etc. 

6. CPS will work further on getting this started in January. 

D. IUSA Rape Crisis Fund

a. Carol McCord said that RAISE did a program for the IUSA board and received a great deal of positive feedback.  

b. This issue will continue to be explored at future meetings.
