I. Meeting Minutes from November 29, 2006 – Approved
II. Membership Changes

A. CPS will be getting new representatives from RHA and IUSA to replace Sarah Clark and Lindsay Kerrigan, respectively.

B. Suzanne Pauwels is retiring this spring.

III. Committee Reports
A. Facilities and Services – Doug Porter
1. Swain Hall Lighting Project 
a. Doug reported progress he observed such as light posts, wires, etc. 

2. Email to Doug Porter from Mia Williams, IU Architect’s Office 
a. Architect’s Office is planning to make improvements near Franklin Hall on Indiana Ave., might be something to consider as a comparable project near the MAC on Jordan Ave. in the future. 

3. Atwater Parking Garage Construction 
a. Doug reported on progress – the project should take about 10 months, not 2 years as some have predicted. 

b. Terry Dworkin reported on an email from Law faculty member Jeannine Bell. Bell is concerned that due to the construction, an “alley” has been created that could be a danger spot for all those who must walk there. Doug Porter admitted it is very dark there. Some CPS members suggested working with the Acacia fraternity nearby to put lighting along their back wall in order to make it safer.

4. Science Building construction should be finished as soon as May.

B. Orientation Program Committee 
1. Carol McCord has contacted the Theatre Department regarding their rental fee, and has contacted Interaction Theatre. Carol was not there to report on her findings.
2. Megan Ray presented the results of a student survey on the summer orientation program. The results were positive. This program is a 45-minute presentation by Interaction Theatre on issues such as sexual assault, alcohol, etc. 

3. Terry Dworkin reported that she has a letter to be sent, along with Richard McKaig, to the Provost regarding orientation funding. 

4. Nigel Pizzini expressed concerns about the Orientation program. 

a. He questioned the reporting of sexual assault statistics because these numbers can be potentially harmful.

b. Nigel contended that there could be issues because the facilitator is an actor and not a professional sexual assault educator.

c. Terry Dworkin asked if perhaps a group like RAISE would be better at giving the presentation, and Nigel agreed. 

d. There was discussion among Debbie Melloan-Ruiz, Nigel Pizzini, Megan Ray and others about who would make a good lead facilitator; Nigel suggested Cara Berg. Other names were considered. 

e. Megan Ray posited that the solution to these issues could be in the training of the facilitators that occurs prior to the performance.

IV. Old Business

A. Sexual Assault Course Update

1. Tierney Dwyer presented the Parents Fund Application for funds, which was a work-in-progress. The group examined the proposal, and Richard McKaig suggested perhaps including more hard numbers on sexual assault to strengthen the case that this course is needed at IU. The application is due January 31, 2007. Reports on the Parents Fund will be forthcoming as more information is learned. 
B. AlcoholEdu/SexualAssaultEdu – Richard McKaig & Dee Owens

1. Dee Owens is applying for funding through the Parents Fund for this program.
2. For the SexualAssaultEdu component to be added to AlcoholEdu, it is an extra $12,000. 
C. Wall Street Journal Report/Task Force

1. Terry Dworkin gave an update. She will be contacting individuals with regard to this project. Richard McKaig will soon have the statistics from 2006 to report.

2. Terry Dworkin presented a document on the issue compiled by the Gender Incidents Team.

3. Nigel Pizzini said that there was a protest planned at the Sample Gates on Friday, and stated that it would be good to implore people not to go to Jake’s for GGW. He spoke about a letter/petition that had been circulated online that is going to be sent to the Alcohol Commission regarding Jake’s right to a liquor license. 
D. Panhellenic

1. Debbie Melloan-Ruiz spoke about a program that is planned by Panhellenic for Feb. 19th. They are bringing a speaker, Erin Weed, who gives a presentation called “Girls Fight Back.” It was suggested that both SACS and RAISE try to have tables at this event. 

2. It was suggested that both IFC and Panhellenic be invited to have representation on CPS. 

E. IUSA – Chris Mills

1. Chris gave a report on the success of the IUSA Halloween bus safety program.
