I. Introductions
II. Meeting Minutes from April 26, 2006: Pending – Carol McCord

II. Committee Reports:

A. Facilities and Services

1. Doug Porter discussed possible dates for the Fall Night Walk – date may be set in October. Richard McKaig suggested including Simon Hall for the Spring Night Walk.
2. Doug Porter reported on a meeting with the city regarding the parking garage site on 3rd and Indiana, where the Jordan Ave. project was also discussed: there is an island for pedestrians in progress, and the Jordan Ave. crosswalk has been repainted to be straighter. There is still some concern about the crosswalk on 11th and Fee. 
The parking garage project could start as early as November and could be completed by Fall 2007. This structure will have the most up-to-date security features of any at IUB. 
3. Doug Porter distributed a handout with all the basic information about the IU Safety Escort service. Terry Dworkin suggested putting a link to this handout on the Office for Women’s Affairs website. (Chris Mills reported, for our information, that he knows of someone at Miami University in Ohio who is seeking to develop a similar escort program there.)
4. Doug Porter also distributed a handout alerting bicyclists to the rules of the road and detailing the penalties if rules are not followed. 

5. Doug Porter raised the issue of the opening of the new science building. Right now, this building does not have its own loading dock. There are only 2 loading docks for the 4 surrounding buildings, and there is a great deal of pedestrian traffic that flows through this part of campus. Doug suggested the use of an automatic gate to limit access to this area. This will pose potential increasing pedestrian safety problems. 
6. There is a previously addressed issue regarding a lack of adequate lighting in the area of Swain Hall, which continues to be unfinished. It is unclear at what point in the process the project is stalled. (Doug will check with Architect’s Office). 
7. Doug Porter reported on a visit this past summer by graduate students from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. The students toured the IU campus as part of a study they are conducting on safety at Big 10 schools. 

8. Nigel Pizzini stated that there should be more publicity about bicyclists following the rules of the road. There are also some problems with bus safety, for example, such as when buses do not use the pull-out and cause traffic bottlenecking. Doug Porter said that there is a new bus manager, Perry Maull, who might be interested in attending an upcoming CPS meeting. Carol McCord and Debbie Melloan-Ruiz also shared that they have observed pedestrians not following road rules or properly using the crosswalks. 
a) Chris Mills has distributed a questionnaire to students through IUSA about safety on campus: crosswalks, lighting, etc. He reported that it is very difficult to get people to follow the rules of the road, and he will be analyzing the results of his survey. 
9. Chris Mills stated that IUSA is planning a program this year to promote bus safety. On Halloween, Members will be boarding buses in costumes, giving out candy, and speaking to people about the importance of bus safety. 

B. Pedestrian and Bicycle Safety 

1. Addressed in earlier discussion (See A. #4 & #8)
C. Orientation

1. Debbie Melloan-Ruiz reported on the Summer Program on sexual assault. 

a) Regarding funding, Debbie Melloan-Ruiz said that Orientation has paid their fair share of the expense. Carol McCord reported that there was an increase in expense this year because, for the first time, the Theatre Department requested compensation for the use of their space. There are some remaining funds for next year, but more is needed. Debbie Melloan-Ruiz will get numbers on what Orientation spent. 

2. Terry Dworkin stated that she and Richard McKaig will send a letter about Orientation and speak to the Provost as well. 

D. Education

1. Carol McCord reported on information sent to her about possible campus presenters, Brett Sokolow and Mike Domitrz, who could potentially be brought to campus as speakers on sexual assault. Their respective programs were discussed. 
2. Matt Jarson stated that the “Sex Signals” program will be held again this year on October 19th in the Wilkie Auditorium, and he will report back soon with the set time. There was some discussion of mandatory attendance of this program by IU athletes. 
III. Old Business

A. Sexual Assault Workshop

1. Richard McKaig stated that progress is being made regarding funding: they are moving forward with a budget, are in need of university funding, and are seeking a grant request. 
a) He reported that approximately $25,000-$30,000 is needed, and discussed the possibility of getting this money from the Parents Fund. At this point, he said, we have a model and need the resources. 
2. This workshop may need to begin as a pilot program until there are regular presenters, who might start officially in Fall 2007. There was some discussion of getting CUEs to take the presenters course as part of their training. 
a) Nigel Pizzini said that auxiliary registration course numbers could be used to get this class up and running by Spring 2007, and he will email these numbers to Carol McCord. 
b) Terry Dworkin said it is important to make sure that advisors are pushing this class to students. 
c) Chris Mills will contact the Student Leaders to gauge their interest in the program. 

3. Richard McKaig suggested that the presenters could be paid for their work (possibly $50 per workshop), so that potential funding from the Parents Fund would then also be supporting student employment. He emphasized that a formal request for funding must be placed as appropriate. 
4. There was discussion of the possibility that this Sexual Assault Workshop/Course program could hurt the existing RAISE program. Carol McCord said that even if this happens, it will be worth it in the long run if this program is able to reach more students. 

B. Safety Maps and Keytags
1. Carol McCord reported that the Campus Safety Maps and Keytags have been updated for 2006-2008. 
a) Carol detailed the expenses for both the maps and the keytags, and said that the printing costs cover every student for 2 years and then some.  
b) The maps and keytags have been delivered to the residence halls and apartments for this year, and are being stored in these buildings for automatic delivery next year. 
IV. New Business 


A. Protective Order Project

1.  Peter Wozniak pointed out that the contact phone number for the Protective Order Project on the RAISE fliers is incorrect. The correct number is 

(815) 855-4800. Carol discussed this problem with him and an effort will be made to alert other organizations on campus about the correct phone number. Mari Kermit-Canfield, Coordinator of RAISE, has been notified. 
B. Student Addresses  

1. Richard McKaig expressed concern regarding the inadequacy of the Bursar’s address system. He said a better system is needed since the university often has extremely outdated information about students’ current addresses. 

C. Facebook

1. The issue of stalking through Facebook was briefly raised at the end of the meeting, and will be perhaps revisited at future CPS meetings.
