New Business

i) EA Sports – Brent Coyle:

Brent came to ask for $100 to run an NBA Live tournament every Thursday night.  Every Thursday a free copy of NBA Live will be given out, and there will be a final tournament of winners, which will give out a Playstation 2 to the winner of that event.  The money is for the free pizza at the events.  After some discussion, it was decided to divide the $100 between the outside fund and the discretionary fund.  The vote was called for by Rabb 2 and seconded by Boisen 4.  The bill passed with 19 Yes and 0 No.

ii) IU Voices of Hope – Duane Ingram:

Duane came to request $200 for a gospel concert to be held in the IU auditorium.  80% of the choir voices come from the residence halls, and Duane guessed that ten singers were from Teter, and about 50-60 Teter residents will go.  After some discussion among the governors, the bill was amended to $100.  It was called to vote by Wissler 4 and seconded by Rabb 3.  The bill passed with 19 Yes and 0 No.

iii) Fiji Events – Kevin Kempf: Not Here, so the bill was skipped.

iv) Tibet Culture Center – Brian Raftery:

The Teter CUE came to request $50 from the BOG to bring 5 Teter residents to

the Tibet Culture Center for a special multi-cultural event.  The people chosen would be on a first come, first serve basis.  During the discussion, the issue of how fair the selection process was and how much of Teter would really be affected came up.  The CUE recommended several ways to expand the involvement, such as having those who go hold a table discussion.  Also, the issue of whether the people that want to go can pay for themselves was raised.  After a fierce discussion, the vote was called for by Rabb 4 and seconded by Rabb 3.  The bill did not pass at 11 Yes and 8 No, and was dismissed.


At this point, Arun mentioned that he was unhappy with the lack of participation by some Governors.  He wants every governor to speak up, ask questions, and participate at meetings.  If you don’t, Arun feels you’re not doing your job.
