They are 

CONFIRMED only upon receipt of full payment by 

check.  Reservations are "by room" and not "by person.ò 

Cancellations are also determined "by room."  Full refunds will 

be made ONLY when replacements are available.  A waiting 

list will be maintained after the trip fills.  After March 3rd, if the 

trip is not full only partial refunds may be available, because of 

the non-refundable deposits and pre-payments we will be mak-

ing.  Partial refunds will be considered if and when all commit-

ted costs are covered.
